1. Previous meetings consisted of presentations about TIF districts and Yarmouth Economic Development, there are no minutes.
2. Board of Selectmen update by Steve Palmer:
The Wescustogo Committee met for the first time, and aim first to determine location possibilities, design styles and what uses it should be considered for in the design. 
Two companies will be present to answer questions on the RFP presentations which will take place at a public hearing, on 3/19 and 3/23.  One hearing will take place on Saturday and one in Wednesday.  
3. The NY Business Association is holding their trade show on 3/11, Audrey and Patrick will attend and be available to answer questions and engage with local businesses.  
4. Updates:
Purple House: is under construction, the brick oven is complete, they are thinking of being able to open in April.  As a town group it’s important we reach out to new businesses or at least make contact so they know who they can talk to.   
Town Video: We are getting closer to seeing the final version, just one edit away.  The final video is almost 2 minutes.  It would make sense to have this readily available for local businesses to utilize.
EDSC Budget: Our budget may include room for a part-time planner or consultant to help our committee.  
Demographic Data: for the town will be going up on the new website.  We should be cognizant of maintaining the website with current information and also making sure people are aware that it exists and what will be up there.  
5. Is there a way we can engage businesses not just individuals through the website?  As Denise stated we should all be on the same page with what we want from the town and what impressions people have of the town.  The committee needs to know what we want and what the town wants, we are still at the stage of figuring out what our reason to exist is.  Do we need to change our name to be more representative of what our committee really should do.  
6. We’re going to have a simple survey at the Business Association Meeting to try to gain more information about why businesses exist in NY.
7. Steve Morrison has an update on the Land Use Ordinance.  There will be a public hearing on Monday 3/14 discussing it.  Based on their work more residences will be built in the center of town and hopefully encourage more businesses.
